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Local configuration of Kiuwan Insights repositories

Configure additional repositories by editing the ${KLA_INST_DIR}/conf/insight.properties file

Local Maven Repository

In case your installation contains a local Maven repository, you can configure KLA to search for
components' information also in your local repository.

To do it, configure the location through the property: maven.local.directory

#Directory where the | ocal maven repository is.
#Exanpl e: maven. | ocal . directory=C:./ Users/user/.n2/repository
maven. | ocal . di rectory=

Additional Public Maven Repositories

By default, Kiuwan searches for components' information in Maven central. We will be adding some other
public repositories, but you can also add repositories you know are using.

To add additional public Maven repositories, add those repos to property: maven.public.repositories

https://repository.jboss. org/ nexus/content/repositories/public

If you are accessing private Maven repos, add them using the below properties
